Maine Disaster Behavioral Health Program and American Red Cross after an unfortunate facility explosion in
Farmington; and for significant, emergent staffing needs during Maine CDC’s long-running statewide COVID-19
response.

Molleo looks forward to bringing his planning, communications, and coalition-building expertise to the nonprofit
mission-driven environment encompassed by HealthReach — and especially to its patients and local partners.
